Configuration
Create a folder on the Elasticsearch(ES) host to contain shapshots – make note of the path created as it will be used in Step 2
Windows example…
C:\elastic_snapshots\es_backup_folder_56
Linux example
/opt/elastic_snapshots/es_backup_folder_56

Edit the “elasticsearch.yml” file
Navigate to the path where the “elasticsearch.yml” file is located. For example…
Windows: <drive>\Elastic\elasticsearch-2.4.0\config\elasticsearch.yml
Linux: /etc/elasticsearch/elasticsearch.yml
Windows Example: C:\elasticsearch\elasticsearch-5.6.10
Linux Example: /etc/elasticsearch/elasticsearch.yml
a. Using the path from Step 1, add the following line in the “elasticsearch.yml” file…
Windows Example: path.repo: C:\elastic_snapshots\es_backup_folder_56
Linux Example: path.repo: /opt/elastic_snapshots/es_backup_folder_56
b. Save
c. Restart the Elasticsearch service
