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Introduction

Overview

This version of the HP Configuration Management Configuration Server
Messages Guide (CM Configuration Server Messages Guide) is for systems
administrators who use the CM Configuration Server and want to
understand the status messages that it generates.

System Requirements

the accompanying release notes.

About this Guide

The CM Configuration Server Messages Guide:
e Describes the CM Configuration Server activity log.

¢ Contains tables of informational, warning, and error messages, grouped
numerically and by CM Configuration Server task.

o Presents a look at CM Configuration Server return codes and reason
codes.

The CM Configuration Server generates a message for each task that it
performs. These messages are written to the CM Configuration Server log, or
another location of your choosing, and provide inform about the status of the
CM Configuration Server’s activities.

These activities include startup, the logging on of clients, and the launching
of HP Configuration Management Configuration Server Database Editor (CM
Configuration Server Database Editor) sessions. As with the client logs, the
tracing levels of the CM Configuration Server’s diagnostic logging can be
customized. The volume and detail level of the CM Configuration Server



messages depend on two factors: the trace settings and logging options
specified for that CM Configuration Server.

This guide will facilitate understanding the various messages; as well as
assist in configuring the CM Configuration Server Settings file (the edmprof
file) to maximize event logging.

The CM Configuration Server Activity Log

o  Why do I have a CM Configuration Server activity log?
The messages that are written to the activity log can assist in
troubleshooting when problems occur. Additionally, the HP Technical
Support group usually requests these logs when called upon for
assistance in problem resolution.

o  What do the messages mean?
The messages that the CM Configuration Server generates provide an
insight into what it is doing, and when it is being done. The CM
Configuration Server reports whether everything is normal and, if not,
what and where the possible cause of the problem is.

o  What can I do with the information?
Once you can read and understand the CM Configuration Server
messages, you can take the necessary measures to correct the problem
and re-establish the integrity of your computing environment.

e How can I control/configure the Configuration Server log information?
In the MGR_MESSAGE_CONTROL section of the edmprof file, you have
the ability to specify where you would like log messages sent (logged); in
the MGR_LOG section, you can determine various aspects of log
behavior; and in the MGR_TRACE section, you can control diagnostic
aspects of logging.

CM Configuration Server Log Location and Settings

An administrator determines where the CM Configuration Server messages
log will be written. For information on specifying a destination for the log
messages, see MGR_MESSAGE_CONTROL Section on page 16.

During the installation process, allocate space for the CM Configuration
Server log. After the installation, specify the logging options for the log file in
the MGR_LOG section of the edmprof file. See MGR_LOG Section on page 13
for more information.
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A third section that will be beneficial is MGR_TRACE, which controls the
diagnostic logging for the CM Configuration Server. The section
MGR_TRACE Section on page 17 offers an overview of the trace options for

logging.

>

The MGR_XXXX sections mentioned above, as well as other
sections of the edmprof file that impact the CM Configuration
Server log are covered in greater detail in the HP

Configuration Management Configuration Server User Guide
(CM Configuration Server Guide).

For example, in the MGR_STARTUP section, the
SHOW_VERINFO setting allows you to display version
information for each CM Configuration Server module at the
beginning of the log.

MGR_LOG Section

The settings in the MGR_LOG section determine where the log is located, its
appearance, and its flexibility.

Table 2 MGR_LOG Settings

Setting Description

DIRECTORY The fully qualified directory to which the CM Configuration
Server log is written.

DISABLE_NT_ This parameter affects only the event logging of CM Configuration

EVENT_LOGGING

Server log messages. Some Windows Event log records are written
without any corresponding CM Configuration Server log messages
(Windows only).

DISABLE_SNMP_
TRAP_LOGGING

This parameter affects only the trapping of CM Configuration
Server log messages. Some SNMP traps are issued without any
corresponding CM Configuration Server log messages.

FLUSH_SIZE

The total buffer size (in bytes) of all messages stored by the CM
Configuration Server, before it writes them to the log.

MESSAGE_DATE

Allows insertion of the date into every line in the log. For more
information on including the date in the log messages, see
Reading the CM Configuration Server Log on page 20.

Description

MESSAGE_
DELIMITER

The left and right delimiters that are used for enclosing the task
name and task ID in the CM Configuration Server log messages.
The format is MESSAGE_DELIMITER=xy, where x is the left
delimiter and y is the right. The options are: [ ], (), <>, and { }.
The defaultis [ 1.

MESSAGE_PREFIX

The three-digit, alphabetic, CM Configuration Server identifier
that precedes CM Configuration Server log message numbers.
Specify any three-digit, alphabetic value. The default is NVD.

MESSAGE_WIDTH

The length (in number of characters) of each message line.

PIPESIZE The number of messages (in bytes) that the CM Configuration
Server will collect before processing and storing them in the log
buffers.

SWITCH_TOD A time-of-day specification that will, each day, automatically
trigger log switching.

THRESHOLD (or The number of lines that the log file will contain before it is

THRESHHOLD) dumped to another file. When the log is dumped, it will be given a
temporary file name in the format of NVDMRuxxx, and the CM
Configuration Server creates a new log file with a different log ID.
Note: For more information, refer to the CM Configuration Server
Guide.

Performance and Usage Considerations

e Increasing the buffer size (FLUSH_SIZE) will enhance performance, but
will delay the flushing of messages to the log file.

e Iflog messages are truncated, increase the MESSAGE_WIDTH value.

e Ifyou use the CM Configuration Server log to closely monitor system
status, set THRESHOLD to a positive value to create and save successive
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portions of the CM Configuration Server log. If disk storage is critical, set
the value to a negative number to reuse the allocated log disk space.

e Ifyou are invoking a number of CM Configuration Server methods, you
can control the size of the log for each method using the LOG_LIMIT
setting of the MGR_METHODS section. Additionally, TASK_LOG_LIM
(in the MGR_TASK_LIMIT section) controls the number of messages
printed by the execution of each task.

e  When modifying parameters in this section as they relate to memory or
disk utilization, take care to be certain that you do not exceed the
maximum amount of memory or storage space available.

After monitoring your system’s performance, you can tune the MGR_LOG
settings for maximum efficiency. Change the settings to maximize memory
usage and for other performance considerations. For more information on the
MGR_LOG settings, refer to the CM Configuration Server Guide.

The following section describes your message destination choices.

MGR_MESSAGE_CONTROL Section

The MGR_MESSAGE_CONTROL section of the edmprof file is where you
specify the selection and destination of log messages. This section provides an
overview of the:

e Various destinations that are available for log messages,

e Configuration of, and settings for, the MGR_MESSAGE_CONTROL
section.

This section of the edmprof file specifies where log messages are to be sent
and whether they are to be suppressed. MGR_MESSAGE_CONTROL allows
you to specify an individual message, a series of messages, or a range of
messages, and a set of message destinations.

The format of lines in the MGR_MESSAGE_CONTROL section is:
(Message Number(s)) = (Message Destination(s)).

The left side of the equals sign ( = ) specifies the message numbers that are
affected by the command. There is also a special directive, ALL, which can be
used on the left side of the equals sign to affect all messages (0001-9999). If
no destination is specified after the equals sign, the message has no
associated destination and is suppressed.

Table 4 on page 17 shows the destinations to which the log messages can be
written.
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Table 4 MGR_MESSAGE_CONTROL Settings

Setting Destination
EVENTLOG | Specify this to write log messages to the Windows Event log (Windows
only).
LOG Specify this to write log messages to the CM Configuration Server log.
REXX Specify this to have the messages sent to a pre-determined REXX (named
MGRLOG).
Important: MGRLOG is not an existing REXX, and must be created in
order to use this facility.
Note: The MGRLOG REXX will receive the message number and the
message text as its first and second input parameters. You can then
process the information in whatever manner that you choose.
SNMPTRAP | Specify this to write log messages as traps to the current SNMP Manager.
USERLOG Specify this to have the messages sent to the user log.

Note: You must first activate the user log feature in the MGR_USERLOG
section of the edmprof file by specifying ACTIVATE=YES.

Refer to the MGR_MESSAGE_CONTROL section in the CM Configuration
Server Guide for detailed performance and usage information.

MGR_TRACE Section

The MGR_TRACE section of the edmprof file controls the diagnostic logging
for the CM Configuration Server. All diagnostic output produced by
MGR_TRACE keywords is written to the active CM Configuration Server log.

The trace settings specified in the MGR_TRACE section are invoked at CM
Configuration Server initialization and are displayed at the beginning of the
CM Configuration Server log. They remain in effect until changed.

A Sample CM Configuration Server Activity Log

Introduction

A properly sized and configured log will give you appropriate detail on the
entire scope of CM Configuration Server operations. While individual events
vary from one installation to another, the general flow of the CM
Configuration Server log consists of five phases:

CM Configuration Server startup

Agent connect



e Object resolution
e End of agent connect

e CM Configuration Server shutdown

) The CM Configuration Server processes two types of agents:
e EDM agents and
e CM agents.

The agent-specific messages that are detailed in this document can
apply to both types of agent, depending on the CM Configuration
Server environment that has been established.

The next sections describe the types of messages that result from each phase.

Startup

A series of messages at the beginning of the log reflect CM Configuration
Server startup, starting with the opening of the log. Next, the CM
Configuration Server processes the parameters in the edmprof file and start
various CM Configuration Server tasks. At this point, the CM Configuration
Server is fully configured and operational, waiting for agents to connect in
order to continue processing. Messages associated with this phase are: CM
Configuration Server tasks starting, CM Configuration Server tasks
attaching, and CM Configuration Server Settings section names and values.

Agent Connect

The agent connect occurs when an agent requests a session with the CM
Configuration Server in order to be resolved to its desired state. Each agent
connect is a CM Configuration Server task. The CM Configuration Server
might defer the session to a time when it is not occupied, or will connect to
the agent at the time of the request. Messages associated with agent connect
can be:

e “CM agent task has started.”
and...

e “Connected to CM agent.”
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Obiject Resolution

Object resolution follows a successful agent connect. The CM Configuration
Server processes agent objects; performs methods resolved from those objects
and creates resulting objects; transfers data to and from the agent; and
creates objects that contain audit and profile information for that agent.
When the agent has been returned to its desired state, the CM Configuration
Server releases it and waits for another connect request. Messages associated
with the object-resolution phase include:

e “Object resolution object name begins/ends.”
o “Current path (pointing to the methods directory or resource file).”

e Warnings that objects could not be found or duplicate objects exist,
method identification.

e Return codes for methods.

End of Agent Connect

The end of the agent connect occurs when the agent requests that its session
with the CM Configuration Server be terminated as a normal logoff. The
message associated with end of agent connect is

e “CM agent task has ended.”

Shutdown

CM Configuration Server shutdown occurs when a request to shut down the
CM Configuration Server has been received. Messages associated with this
phase include:

e “Shutting down CM Configuration Server.”
e Messages halting communications.

e Error messages that result in the CM Configuration Server ending
operations.

Viewing the CM Configuration Server Log

Introduction

The CM Configuration Server log file reports on any program activity. Use a
text editor to view the CM Configuration Server log. The CM Configuration
Server log is located in the directory that was specified during installation.



The Windows operating systems have GUI interfaces (program groups
and icons) for viewing the CM Configuration Server log.

Reading the CM Configuration Server Log

The logging facility generates an activity log with multiple messages. In
order to read and understand the information that is presented in the log, it
is helpful to be familiar with its format.

Each CM Configuration Server log message consists of six fields:

e Message Number, see page 20 e Time Stamp, see page 21
o Task Name, see page 22 o Task Type, see page 23
e Message Type, see page 23 e Message, see page 23

A typical log entry is displayed in the following sample from a CM
Configuration Server log on a Windows server machine.
Example

NVD8349I 13:48:22 [NFYTMGR1/144] System Task
--— TCP Notify <NFYTMGR1> started

The sections that follow provide more information about each of these fields.

Message Number

The message number is an alphanumeric, eight-character string that begins
with a three-letter prefix, followed by the four-digit, unique message number,
and ends with a letter that indicates the severity of the message.

Three-letter Prefix

The default three-letter prefix, NVD, is customizable via the
MESSAGE_PREFIX setting in the MGR_LOG section of the edmprof file.
For example, if your business name is Acme Data Solutions, you could
customize your log prefix to ADS. For more information, refer to the CM
Configuration Server Guide.
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Four-digit Message Number

The message number is one of several thousand numbers that has been
logically grouped and individually assigned to a CM Configuration Server
operations activity.

Severity Indicator

The alphabetic indicators are:

e E, indicating Error messages,

Error messages are easily distinguishable because they are
presented in all UPPERCASE letters.

e W, indicating Warning messages, and
e I, indicating Information messages.

In addition to the standard Error, Warning, and Information
message types, there are a few instances of Diagnostic and
Always messages. These are denoted by the letters D and A,
respectively, and, like the other indicators (I, E, and W), will be
found in the last position of the message number. The severity of
these messages is comparable to I and W messages, and they are
intended for internal diagnostics.

Time Stamp

The time stamp (HH:MM:SS) indicates the time at which the event occurred.

Adding a Date Field

You have the option of adding the date to this field. This enables an
administrator to scan the CM Configuration Server log and quickly
distinguish each day’s event logging.

The date can be expressed in one of three formats: Julian, Gregorian, or
International Standards Organization (ISO). The following examples are
of February 04, 2005 in each format:

e ISO (YYYYMMDD): 20050204
e JULIAN (YYYYDDD): 2005035
e GREGORIAN (DDMMYYYY): 04022005

21
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In the MGR_LOG section of the edmprof file, add the setting MESSAGE_DATE,
and define its value as (uppercase) JULIAN, GREGORIAN, or ISO.

The following example shows a CM Configuration Server log message that
might result if JULIAN were specified for MESSAGE_DATE. Note that the
time stamp (13:48:22) is now preceded by the Julian date (2005035).

NVD8349I 2005035 13:48:22 [NFYTMGR1/144] System Task
--— TCP Notify <NFYTMGR1> started

Task Name

This is a two-part field that indicates: the task for which the activity is being
logged or the communications address (IP address) that is being used,
followed by the task ID.

[taskname (xxxxxxx) or commaddr (nnn.nnn.nnn.nnn) / taskid]
e The task name can be either:
— A CM Configuration Server task, such as ZUTILMGR, or
— The communications address (IP address) of the CM Configuration

Server, such as 204.7.83.74.

Task Name Categories

The value of the taskname field is dependent on the task that has initiated
the message. Table 5 below lists the various categories of tasks; a set of
specific functions is associated with each category.

Table 5 Task Name Categories

e Agent Manager e C(lient

e Clock Manager e Log Manager

¢ REXX Manager e Task Manager

e TCP/IP Manager Emulator e TCP/IP Notify Manager

When a message is written to the log, the taskname field will be populated
with specific task information (as described in the preceding bullets), not the
category. Task information includes, but is not limited to, internally assigned
names, user assigned names, network host names, and IP addresses.

e The task ID represents the operating system process number.
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) On some operating systems, taskid is referred to as processid (PID).

Task Type

The task type indicates the type of task (such as System and Admin tasks)
that initiated the message.

Message Type

Like the alphabetic indicator in the last position of the message number, the
message type indicates the severity of the message. The message type
indicator is a three-character field that enables an administrator to scan a
CM Configuration Server log and quickly identify warning and error
messages. The indicators are:

o -!for Error messages,

e --? for Warning messages, and

o - for Information messages.
Message

The message field contains the message text.

Typically, CM Configuration Server logs contain multiple messages
for a single activity. Most activities that require multiple messages
will be framed with activity begins and activity ends messages.

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2 CM Contfiguration Server Messages

Overview

This chapter is divided into the following two parts:

e Numeric Ranges, below, details the numeric classifications of the various
CM Configuration Server log messages, and

e CM Configuration Server Messages, starting on page 30, presents a
sequential list of all the messages that are generated by the CM
Configuration Server logging facility.

Numeric Ranges

The following table presents the numeric ranges of the CM Configuration
Server messages. Each major area and corresponding numeric range is
shaded and in bold text followed by a sub-topic and its range.

Codes

Overview

Many CM Configuration Server operations (such as the REXX Methods, the
Database Utilities, and the ZEDMAMS verbs) send a response code to the
CM Configuration Server log that indicates the condition or outcome of the
operation. Depending on the operation and its status, the response code will
be either a return code or a reason code, as described in the sections that
follow.

Return Codes

The following list of return codes are those that will be generated after a CM
Configuration Server operation has completed. These codes are based on the
outcome of the operation and are applicable to all CM Configuration Server

processes.

0 OK The operation completed successfully and as expected.

4  Warning The operation completed successfully, but a condition
exists that might require the attention of an
administrator.

8 Error The operation failed.

16 Severe Error  The operation failed and a condition exists that
requires the attention of an administrator.
Reason Codes

Reason codes differ from return codes in that they are seen solely as the
result of an abnormal condition during an internal operation on a CM
Configuration Server. Therefore, they are associated with return codes 8 and
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16. The following table lists and describes the reason codes that might be
encountered in the CM Configuration Server log.
