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How to Install HP Anywhere IDE
(Eclipse)

The HP Anywhere IDE installation installs an HP Anywhere-specific version of Eclipse, Chrome,
Maven, and HP Anywhere server.

To install HP Anywhere IDE (Eclipse):

1. Prerequisite:Uninstall any existing versions of HP Anywhere or HP Anywhere IDE from your
computer. You can do this from Add/Remove Programs or from the Start menu.

(HP Anywhere IDE includes the latest version of HP Anywhere, so there is no need to reinstall
HP Anywhere later.)

2. Extract theHP_Anywhere-IDE-Eclipse-<build_number>-win64.zip file to your local
computer.

3. RunHP_Anywhere_10.02_setup.exe. The HP Anywhere IDE 10.02 installation wizard
opens, and, after the preliminary configurations are completed, the Introduction (Install) screen
opens.

4. Click Next. The License Agreement screen opens.

5. Select I accept the terms of the License Agreement and click Next. The Choose the folders
screen opens.
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a. You can accept the default installation folder location for HP Software application and data
files, or specify another location. The installation folder you specify here becomes the
common installation folder for many future installations of HP software on this computer.

b. Youmust specify a folder on amapped drive (not a UNC path). If the destination folder does
not exist, the setup program creates it.

6. Click Next. The Install Checks screen opens and verifies that the computer has sufficient free
disk space, that the required ports are available, and that HP Anywhere installation is not
installed.
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7. Click Next. The Pre-Install Summary screen opens.

8. Click Install. The installation begins.This may take a few minutes.

After the installation is complete, an Installation Complete screen opens.

9. Click Done to close the installation wizard.
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
