Set Windows 2012 or 2016 locale for working with Performance Center
[bookmark: _GoBack]Open Control Panel > Clock, Language and Region and choose the Region option.
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The Region dialog box opens. Perform the following steps:
Under the Formats tab, set the Format to the desired language (for English, you can choose any English region).
Under the Location tab, set the desired language in the “Home location” field.
Under the Administrative’ tab, click the Change system locale button and set Current system locale to the desired language.
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Restart the machine.
Once the machine restarts, open Control Panel > Clock, Language and Region and choose the Change input methods option.
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Select the desired language.
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Set the selected language as the default language.
Restart the machine.

1. Open Control Panel > Clock, Language and Region and choose the Change date, time or number formats option.
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Under the Administrative’ tab, click the Copy settings button.
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Select the check box for Welcome screen and system accounts.
